· Introduction and implementation of different shale reservoir evaluation technologies (Shale Reservoir Petrophysics and UTAPWeLS) into the different Weatherford product lines.

· Working as part of a multi-disciplinary team, you will provide input into a variety of geoscience projects relating to petrophysics, geomechanics, geochemistry, seismic services, drilling optimization, reservoir engineering, and associated services.

· Transfer knowledge to Operations, and be actively involved in the commercialization of new products. This will require you to publicize new and existing techniques internally and externally, including writing for and presenting at meetings and conferences.

· Sustain support for shale reservoir analysis products through the life of the products.

· You will mentor junior staff, taking an active part in formal and informal training.

· Maintain professional standards of work and conduct at all times.

· These activities may require national and some international travel.

· In-depth knowledge of the many aspects of shale reservoir evaluation (from identifying the resource, quantifying the resource, drilling for the rersource and how to effectively extract the resource from the shale reservoirs).

· In-depth knowledge of all wireline, LWD, core and surface (mud and drill cuttings) measurements.

· Strong petrophysical software skills, ideally with UTAPWeLS.
